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Robert Battle commissioned in-demand choreographer Aszure Barton
to create a world premiere on Alvin Ailey American Dance Theater for
their 2013-2014 season. Set to an original, percussive score by musical
collaborator Curtis Macdonald, the body of music, like the work itself,
is inspired and driven by the energy of the dancers. With a
collaborative stylistic approach that is constantly evolving like no other,
Barton’s exhilarating conversation and relationship with Ailey’s
renowned dancers informs the process, movement, composition and
atmosphere of the creation by a wonderful group of artists.

Baryshnikov Arts Center in New York City and The Banff Centre in Canada. She was proclaimed the official Ambassador of
Contemporary Choreography in Edmonton, Alberta, and she has received numerous awards including, most recently, the Banff
Centre’s 2012 Koerner Award for Choreography and Canada’s prestigious Arts & Letters Award.

Curtis Macdonald is a Canadian-born saxophonist, composer and sound designer based in Brooklyn, NY. In 2011, he
released Community Immunity, under the Greenleaf Music record label. His band, The Curtis Macdonald Group has toured
across Canada, New York and parts of Europe, and is currently celebrating the release of Twice Through The Wall, a limited
edition, self-released EP. In addition to his artistic collaborations with Aszure Barton, Curtis’ sound-art work has reached
international audiences on many new music and modern jazz recordings where he organizes improvisation, sound art and digital
technology.
